Directions to Roseladden, Sithney, Helston, Cornwall TR13 ORL

From Helston take A394 towards Penzance. Follow road up hill out of the town, at top of hill there is a right turn to
Camborne and Hayle i ignore it i go straight on towards Penzance. Take next right turn signposted Cream Teas,
and Sithney. About 200 yds on, take first left turn, signposted Breage. Follow road along flat, down hill, passing
cottage on right, around sharp righthand bend and over bridge. Ignore first lane on right at bottom of hill, Roselad-
den is the next gateway on the right past the lane, it has granite gateposts, double garage and gravel parking area.
If you start going up the other side of the hill you have gone too far.

From Penzance take A394 towards Helston. Go through Ashton, past Trevena Cross Garden Centre, and fork left
into the middle of Breage village. At the T junction turn right, passing the pub and church on your right and carry
straight on along flat and down steep hill. Go past small left turn signposted Wheal Fortune, Roseladden is the cot-
tage on the left at the bottom of the hill, it has granite gateposts, double garage and gravel parking area. If you go
over the bridge and up the other side, you have gone too far.

Parking is wherever you can fitin i on gravel parking area by garage, in small gravel area on Breage side of cot-
tage (in front of the trailer shelter), at entrance to quarry on opposite side of road (but please leave access clear in
case farmer needs it) or on the road.
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
